Upon arrival at Velana International Airport, guests are met by a
dedicated Airport Host who assists with luggage and guides them
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through the next stage of their journey,
ensuring a smooth and unhurried transition
from international travel to island life.

Those travelling by seaplane are escorted
on a short transfer to the TMA Seaplane
Terminal before embarking on a breathtaking
35-minute flight over the Indian Ocean.
Below, scattered atolls and shifting shades of
blue offer a preview of the natural beauty that
defines the Maldives.

Alternatively, guests may travel by domestic
flight to Madivaru Island, followed by a scenic
speedboat journey across turquoise waters to
Fushifaru. Whichever route is chosen, arrival
is marked by a warm and joyful Maldivian
welcome — upbeat, genuine and refreshingly
personal.

Fushifaru offers a carefully curated collection

Interiors are spacious and
thoughtfully appointed, featuring king-
sized beds, luxe furnishings and soft, natural
tones.

Positioned between
three significant marine ecosystems, the
resort is the proud custodian of the protected
reefs that surround the island. Fushifaru’s
commitment to marine conservation
extends to an ongoing coral propagation
project, where broken coral fragments are
carefully attached to specially designed
frames in the lagoon to encourage growth
and regenerate the house reef. Guests can
snorkel around these structures and witness
coral development up close. An underwater
playground with features like a submerged
swing and bicycle adds fun while connecting
visitors to the marine environment.

Snorkelling and  diving experiences
reveal vibrant coral gardens, abundant
marine life and crystal-clear waters — all
preserved through a strong commitment
to conservation. Guests are encouraged
to explore responsibly, gaining a deeper
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appreciation for the delicate underwater
world that makes this part of the Maldives so
exceptional. Here, luxury and sustainability
coexist naturally, guided by a philosophy that
values preservation as much as pleasure.
